(Size of kilns will
determine how big the projects will be- must be large enough for
maximum students) * Unlike ceramics, which can utilise multiple
shelvesin akiln, glass can only be fired on a maximum of 2 shelves
inakiln (generally one) due to temperature differences differences
between the shelves and heat circulation in kiln- lower temperatures
are used with glass than in ceramic firings. With slumping it is
desirable to have all projects on one shelf only.

¥  Kiln shelves MUST be smooth, if they have been used for ceramics
and have alumpy surface they will not be suitable, it may be possible
to turn them over and use the back.
