The main
technique is GnattingQ(covering the surface with wet enamel) and then working into this with brushes
and other implements when dry and before firing the glass. Colour is then applied and the glass is
refired. Participants will be encouraged to experiment, creating visual textures and images on both flat
glass and vessels. OH& S, designing, firing cycles and glass properties will also be covered.
