Usually there are insuffi cient wheels, if this is the case par ti cipants are divided 
into groups to take it in turns at wheel throwing (WT) techniques while rest of 
the group continues hand building (HB) functional objects.  
 
One hand building and then two wheel throwing techniques are demonstrated to the 
entire group.  Participants then begin experimenting with these construction 
techniques until it is time for the wheel throwers to change.  At which time the next 
two HB demonstrations followed by the last (WT) demonstration. 
 
This rotation continues until each participant has completed a series of objects 
using a variety of forming techniques.
