¥ This workshop is specifically designed to enable staff working with children to confidently 

and enthusiastically deliver and provide high quality visual and expressive art activities to 
children. 

 
¥ The workshop will cover a variety of subjects such as addressing the importance of art and 

creativity in the lives of children and how its utilization can aid a variety of child 
developments. The workshop aims to inspire educators and carers to inspire their children 
through creativity, while exploring a variety of components within an art program.  

 
¥ Participants will explore the differences between adult dictated ÔgimmickyÕ activities and 

high quality open-ended experiences.  
 

Importantly the workshop is very hands on allowing participants to explore and further develop their 
own creativity. This is an inspirational workshop designed to awaken the artist within, with a strong 
emphasis placed on the truth that it is not the product but the process that is important.
