Planning 
The class would require a suitable area for the project, for one day an outside shady area is best, for 
many days, an undercover area or large hall is best. I t is best that in the time leading up the project each 
student involved begin collecting cardboard boxes, cartons, etc of different sizes. This assures a large 
variety and number of building materials. 
  

Workshop Outline 
¥ In small groups participants will begin to construct objects, buildings, houses, shops, factories 

and inventions etc using cardboard boxes and masking tape. The small groupsÕ then join 
together to create one cardboard box city, which participants can then decorate using paint 
and collage. 

¥ This workshop involves a variety of artistic disciplines including drawing, constructing, 
sculpting and painting. These aspects utilise concepts of design, balance, planning, group 
collaborations and decision-making. 

¥ All aspects are importantly geared towards nurturing and exercising imagination and 
creativity.
