Learnhow to screerprint, from hand cut stercils and photographic emusion. Creae repeat patterns
from lino blocks and cdllagraphs and print themby hand onto cotton, patchwork pieces bags and
shirts. Create colourful community bamers with your own desgns and creat sun prints from found
objects on fabricsthatare fully washable.

Tutor demonstrates
desgning cutting and screerprinting from ahand cut stercil.

10-12 Screerprinting from hand cut stercils, class desgns hard cut stercils, ard
prints matrial.

12-12.30 Saeers are cleaned and preparedwith photographic emulsion.

1-2 Samplesof block printed patterns are shown and discussed, Tutor givesa
demastration of how to measure and prepare a block for printing,

2-4 Paticipants desgn their blocks and print in repeatpatterns acrass their material,
cleanup, class discussion, pattern colour, desggn, overprinting.

Day 2 9-10 discussion of photographic screerprinting, desgn ideas Tutor shows samgdes
of photographic screerprinting, and class works on desgns. This will bea
cdllaborative projectwith anumber of studernts work assemtedon the one screen

10-12 Imagesare drawn up, photocopied and arranged on transparercies.
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12-1 Photographic screenexposedto sunlight and washed out.

1-2 Printing from screen
Printing a secand and third colour with screens and blocks.

2-4 Sunprinting. Sunprinting paints are prepared material is laid out on boards,
painted, and found objects or stercilslaid on top for sunprinting. Imagesare
developedin the sun. Cleanup, class discussion.
