The participants should bring 10 printed examples of their own photographs to the workshop (5 good
photos and 5 that demonstrate problem areas); These will be mixed together at the beginning of the
workshop and used as examples throughout the 2 days. They will be returned to the participants at the
conclusion of the workshop. Prints should be 5* 7 inches or larger.
