The participants will then undertake a project using these insights and their
vision to push the boundaries of their work. The presentation of the workshop is viadigital display
allowing participants to see visual examples of the topics being covered in the workshop aswell as
teaching points. Includes practical sessions and review of images.

This workshop is designed for photographers who have a medium skill level and want to further their
technical and artistic skills to take their photography to the next level using a SLR camera (preferably
digital) or advanced compact camera with control over aperture and shutter speed operation. We will
aso utilize tripod and flash.

Planning

Participants would need their own digital camera (preferably SLR or advanced compact camera with
facility to control shutter speed and aperture), their camera manual and should bring any other
photography equipment they have. Participants would get most benefit out of the workshop if they use
adigital cameraasit alows them to review the images during the workshop.

The participant should bring 10 printed examples of their own photographs to the workshop (a mixture
of good images and images showing problem areas) for discussion. They will be returned to
participants at the conclusion of the workshop. The prints should be 8* 10 inches.

Participants should consider a project they would like to undertake during the second day or
haveidentified possible locations for imagetaking that arewithin a short walking distance of the
venue. Theproject should rely primarily on the use of natural light or basic flash equipment.
