School groups will learnhow to create patterns and screerprint or block print their repeatdesgns onto
textiles They will draw, cut and create their own desgns with a class theme (eg, native plarts
and anmals and print them onto fabric, shirts or bags or asa class bamer projeci.

2 days

Planning

Workshop details

Day 1

9am-10am Tutor demonstration: samplesof block printedtexilesand discussion on
the formation of repea patterning. Tutor demonstratesmeasuring out a block for a
tessellating pattern, Desgn is discussed and demonstrateshow to makea block for
printing froma collagraph or lino block.

10am-11am Studerts prepare their block by measuring, carving, cutting and gluing.

11am-12.00 Demonstation of printing, studerts print their desgns on fabric pieces
with fabric inks.

12.30-1 Tutor demonstratesscreerprinting and discussesdifferent ways of
screerprinting, showing samplesof screerprinting on textiles

1-1.45 Students work out dedgn ideas for screenprinting. Theywill cut and print 1
for thenselvesand 1 for a collaborative group work-could be useda banner, to be
printedwith a larger screen

Students will
create desgnsthat build on those developedduring previous day by creating a
secand blockto overprint with, or complement their first desgn.
